Dear friends 
 
Words of hymns are often a helpful 
way of learning about the Christian 
faith and can also be a great source 
of inspiration and comfort. Some have 
great staying power, a number have 
been sung over many generations. 
 
Hymns are often remembered from 
schooldays or a special occasion 
such as a wedding and of course they 
are not just sung in church! ‘Abide 
with me’ is a hymn that has been 
sung at many a FA Cup Final! 
 
I thought I would look into the 
background of a couple of hymns that 
are sometimes chosen for occasions 
such as weddings - research courtesy 
of the ‘Penguin Book of Hymns’! 
 
The first hymn is ‘All things bright and 
beautiful’ This was written by Cecil 
Frances Alexander (1818-95) who 
also penned the well known carol 
‘Once in Royal David’s City’. Many of 
the religious poems and hymns she 
wrote were for the children she taught 
in Sunday School.  
 
The writer in the Penguin book 
describes this hymn as ‘something of 
a period piece, but its message of 
praise and wonder at the beauty of 
creation is still relevant in our 
conservation-conscious age’. The 
hymn speaks too of a Creator God 
who has made all things well. Echoes 
may be of the account of the creation 

in Genesis, where the writer observes 
that God saw all that he had made and 
it was very good. Its continuing 
popularity may have something to do 
with its emphasis on the natural world 
to which many of us have an affinity. 
 
The second hymn which still remains 
popular, again at weddings, but also in 
schools and on other occasions is ‘The 
Lord of the Dance’. This is a more 
modern hymn written in 1963 by 
Sydney Carter who was a folk song 
writer and performer but who also 
taught and lectured. ‘Lord of the Dance’ 
conveys energy and life through 
portraying life as a dance and Christ as 
the one who leads us in the dance and 
gives shape and pattern to our lives. 
This is particularly reflected in the 
refrain: 
 
‘Dance, then, wherever you may be; 
I am the Lord of the Dance, said he, 
And I’ll lead you all, wherever you may 
be 
And I’ll lead you all in the dance, said 
he.’ 
 
Well those are just two hymns – of 
course there are many more, both 
ancient and modern. Hymns and songs 
can sometimes help us to connect us 
with ourselves and with God. They 
have the capacity both to inspire and 
enable us to lift up our hearts in praise 
of an amazing God.

GENEROSITY  
of spirit 

In churches, 'generosity' is often 
associated with giving financially, 
which is of course important, but 
when we think in terms of 
'generosity of spirit', there are far 
wider implications. 
 
I first noticed this many years ago, 
long before I was ordained, when I 
heard members of a church talk 
about their 'ministry of hospitality to 
the wider community', which led 
them to set up a coffee shop/lunch 
bar within the church, for both locals 
and visitors. There was a clear hope 
that people would experience 
Christian hospitality in action but no 
pressure was put on anyone to 
respond in any way. There was a 
real generosity of spirit amongst 
those who served in that church. 
 
More recently some churches have 
changed their time or venue or style 
of worship in order to make it more 
accessible. We talk about how to 
encourage more people to 'come in 
and hear the good news', but what 
we offer may not encourage people 
to  come in or to stay when they do. 
Reaching more people may mean 
doing things differently – for 
example changing Matins for Cafe 
Church - or vice-versa! Sometimes 
we need to sacrifice something we 

really like in order to be able to share 
the good news with more people - 
and that takes generosity of spirit. 
 
A third example is how we share 
ministry. All baptised Christians are 
called to serve in some way. But 
when we share ministry, whether 
ordained or lay, we may need to give 
up a degree of control over how it's 
carried out - whether leading worship, 
organising pastoral care or passing 
on the baton from one churchwarden 
to another. When we have been 
responsible for anything, it can be 
difficult to let it go and see someone 
else do it differently - especially if we 
feel passionately about it. In a 
different way, it takes generosity of 
spirit. 
 
In all areas of life, including church, 
we are living in times of great 
change, which creates uncertainty 
and vulnerability. It can be tempting 
to ‘protect' the familiar. One of the 
biggest challenges is to live as part of 
generosity of spirit.

Meeting held on 13 June 2011 
 
Peter Lewis and Jackie Wright were co-opted to the PCC for one year and 
those elected to the PCC in April were welcomed to their first meeting – 
Sami Allsopp, Jim Banks, Pam Long and Kim Wise. The following 
appointments were made: Evelyn Wroe (Vice-Chair), Nigel Atkinson 
(Treasurer), Peter Lewis (Secretary), Gordon Wise (Electoral Roll Officer) 
and John Goodrich (Child Protection Representative). The Standing 
Committee will consist of the Chairman, Churchwardens, Treasurer and 
Secretary. The appointment of a Churchyard Officer is being considered. 
PCC members decided on which committees to serve, appointed chairmen 
and secretaries and arranged the dates of their next meetings. 
 
Following a request from Westfield Primary School it has been agreed that, 
on a trial basis until the end of the summer term, parents may use St 
Aidan’s Church car park when accompanying children to school and when 
collecting them. This will exclude Tuesdays, when the times would clash 
with Squeals on Wheels in the mornings and with Messy Church in the 
afternoons on one Tuesday each month. Following a request from Hob 
Moor Primary School, it has been agreed that St Stephen's Church and 
grounds may be used by groups of school children involved in the ‘Acomb 
Maths Trail’. This will form part of transition work for pupils in years 6 and 7 
and will involve the children visiting various businesses to ask how maths 
is used by staff in each establishment.  
 
The Diocese has issued a revised Child Protection Policy this year and, 
following discussion, it was agreed that the PCC would adopt the revised 
Policy. A small group has been set up to ensure that the Parish is doing all 
that it should be doing in respect of the policy. A meeting of those who 
work with children and young people will take place on 11 July and, 
possibly, on another date for those who cannot attend that meeting. From 
the beginning of the September term all existing and new leaders will be 
required to have Volunteer Contracts and all leaders will be commissioned 
in St Stephen’s Church on the second Sunday in September.  
 
It was agreed that the Bishop of Selby should be asked to grant licenses to 
Ann Pugh and Lin Hudson to allow them to assist with the administration of 
Holy Communion. A Church Family Pastoral Tree and a document 
explaining how pastoral needs might be communicated, how support is co-
ordinated and delivered and listing those who are currently involved in

pastoral care, provided by Lin Hudson, our Pastoral Care Assistant, was 
discussed. 
 
Nigel Atkinson reported on the collections and planned giving for the 22 
weeks ending 29 May and on the balances in the General, Fabric and Young 
Peoples Funds on that date. Income from collections and planned giving 
was 2.08% (£511.82) lower than in the same period last year and less than 
the amount paid in respect of the Diocesan Share (£24,856.65).  £15,000 
has been received from Margaret Scammell’s Estate, which will be put into 
the Scottish Widows Bank Account.  
 
A suggestion that there should be a Parish Office, possibly in the Parish 
Hall, which would also serve as a base for Dan Baldwin, is being taken 
forward.  There is very little space left in the Churchyard for the burial of 
cremated remains and it will be necessary to apply for a Faculty in order to 
reserve more space for that purpose. Proposals for new signs and other 
notices outside and inside the churches were considered and approved and 
appropriate resolutions passed for the purpose of applying for a Faculty 
giving permission for the necessary work to be done. A new music centre is 
to be purchased for St Aidan’s Church as the existing one is no longer 
working properly.  Following the departure of the tenants from 36 Fellbrook 
Avenue, it was agreed that the property should be let again. A number of 
documents stored in the Vicarage for many years have been lodged with the 
Diocesan Record Office at the Borthwick Institute.

DISCIPLES OR consumers? 
For some, "Messy Church" may 
sound like a description of a 
particularly untidy choir 
practice.  It's actually a 
contemporary attempt to develop 
church for those with little or no 
knowledge or experience of 
traditional worship. 
 
My eye was caught by a recent 
interview with the national organiser 
of "Messy Church".  She was 
asked, "Are you making disciples or 
just consumers?" 
 
And I thought, what an excellent 
question - as long as it is addressed 
every bit as much to the whole 
church as to Fresh Expressions. 
 
Yes, there is a danger of 
consumerism, which I have seen 
described as "The drug of an unjust 
society.  It numbs our minds, it 
quietens our consciences and it 
distracts our attention". 
 
One of the headlines following the 
Archbishop of Canterbury's 
speaking of his unease at the 
events surrounding the killing of 
Osama Bin Laden read, "Has the 
Archbishop of Canterbury 
misjudged the mood of the British 
people?"  The implication was that 
the job of the Christian leader is to 
discern people's moods and 
reinforce them. 
 

A well known saying of Dean Inge 
comes to mind, "Those who marry 
the spirit of the age will find 
themselves widowed in the next." 
 
But that's not the whole story.  No 
faith centred on the incarnation, God 
becoming a human being at a 
particular time in a particular place 
can just dismiss contemporary 
culture. 
 
The truth is that there is a 
tension.  On the one hand, our faith is 
focused on the changelessness of 
God, on the faith "once delivered to 
the saints".  On the other hand, the 
Christian good news is to be 
"proclaimed afresh in each 
generation". 
 
Let's not assume that other people's 
responses to that tension are 
inevitably less appropriate than our 
own.  I am fully confident that those 
involved in promoting Messy Church 
are seeking to make Christian 
disciples at least as much as those 
for whom it doesn't resonate. 
 
Someone once complained to 
Charles Spurgeon, the great 19th 
century evangelist, that he didn't like 
Spurgeon's approach to 
evangelism.  "I don't much care for it 
myself," replied Spurgeon, "But I 
rather prefer the way I am doing it to 
the way you are not."
